The Press Communiqué of the Ministries of Foreign Affairs of
the Czech Republic and the People’s Republic of China 

(29 April 2014)


At the invitation of Minister of Foreign Affairs of the People’s Republic of China, Wang Yi,  Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Czech Republic, Lubomír Zaorálek, paid a visit to China on 28-30 April 2014. The two Ministries of Foreign Affairs have agreed on the following:


The two sides reiterated the importance they attach to Czech - Chinese relations. On the occasion of the 65th anniversary of the establishment of their diplomatic relations the two sides intend to further deepen their cooperation on the basis of mutual respect, equality and taking into account the key interests of the two countries, in line with the principles agreed upon in the joint statements between the governments of the Czech Republic and the People’s Republic of China in 1999 and 2005, and to provide the traditional and friendly relations between the two countries with a new impetus.

The two sides respect each other’s choice of development path and internal and external policies. They reiterated their adherence to the principle of non-interference in the internal affairs, as set forth in the Charter of the United Nations. The Czech side respects the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the People’s Republic of China and fully recognizes the importance and sensitivity of the Tibet issue. It reaffirmed its adherence to its one-China policy and maintained that Tibet is an integral part of the Chinese territory. In this context the Czech Republic does not support Tibetan independence in any form.

The two sides wish to expand dialogue and exchange at all levels, and support their legislatures in maintaining dialogue on issues of mutual interest. The two sides reaffirmed their commitments to the promotion and protection of human rights on the basis of equality and mutual respect.

The two sides appreciate the positive progress in their cooperation in health, regional cooperation, culture and other areas. They resolve to further unlock their potential, develop closer collaboration in science and technology, education, energy and agriculture, as well as to continue to bolster their tourism cooperation and facilitate people-to-people contacts.

The two sides stand ready to strengthen mutual investments and to stimulate further trade growth. The two sides will encourage their respective businesses to invest in the other’s country, and make an effort to create favourable conditions for mutual cooperation. The two sides support their businesses to evaluate a possible establishment of economic and technological park in the Czech Republic in line with the principle of “government giving guidance, corporate making decision, and operation by market rules”. The two sides also support their businesses in developing cooperation in third-party markets.

The two sides commend the current sound momentum of cooperation between China and Central and Eastern European countries (CEEC). The Chinese side appreciates the active participation of the Czech side in the abovementioned cooperation initiative and welcomes an even more centric role of the Czech side in the future. The two sides stand ready to work together to bring China-CEEC cooperation to a higher level in concord with the further deepening of the EU-China Comprehensive Strategic Partnership.

The two sides stand ready to step up cooperation in the United Nations and other international organizations to jointly and effectively respond to various threats and challenges facing international peace and security. The two sides condemn terrorism in all its forms and call on the international community to strengthen cooperation in the fight against terrorism.
