2. Main areas of responsibility:
Under the supervision of the team leader, the seconded expert will be responsible for ensuring the production of good quality Structural Business Statistics. His/her work will consist of a regular monitoring of the quality of the disseminated data for all annexes of the SBS Regulation and the Regulation of Foreign Affiliate statistics and keeping the methodological information  up-to-date. The development of the quality controls and the organization of the pre-filling and collection of national quality reports are also important aspects of the work. He/she shall in addition draft a global quality report for all Annexes of the SBS Regulation on the basis of the information collected.
 He/she will also contribute to the drafting of the SBS package for Framework Regulation Integrating Business Statistics including the data requirements for the financial services sector. The seconded expert will be in charge of the Financial Annexes of the SBS, organizing meetings of the Task Force on the "Simplification of SBS Financial Annexes" and the Financial Annexes Working Group including the preparation of working documents on the subject.
