2. Main areas of responsibility :

The unit is looking for a detached national expert (END) to work in the area of public and animal health import controls specifically in relation to live animals and products of animal origin. The END would be expected to work in the following areas:

- 
developing the Union imports policy and legislation: identifying issues of relevance to the proposed new legal framework of official controls and drafting detailed legislation and guidance necessary for the implementation of that framework; 
- 
developing legal requirements, procedures and risk criteria for a more risk based and targeted system of veterinary physical controls at Union borders taking into consideration available results of veterinary controls and other issues such as fraud, illegal imports and serious non-compliances with Union legislation;
-
contributing to development of SANCO imports policy or related SANCO legislation in other SANCO sectors including composite products, animal by-products and food of non-animal origin;
-
contributing, co-managing and co-chairing Veterinary Import Controls Expert Groups and Task Force meetings with Member States;
-
advising the Head of Unit, Director, the Deputy Director General, Director General and Commissioner on imports policy;

-  
responding within given time scales to all queries in this field, including Parliamentary Questions, and ensuring accurate replies, which reflect the position of the Commission;

-
providing regular amendments to the list of Border Inspection Posts;
-
monitoring and follow-up of import related FVO reports and RASFF notifications to ensure import controls related issues are fully addressed;
-
traveling for training reasons (eg. BTSF), liaising with stakeholders and internal consultations (eg. FVO);
-
liaising with other DGs on SANCO imports policies, fraud, taxation, customs, IUU, CITES, etc.;
-
reviewing continuously  the Veterinary Border Import Controls part of the DG SANCO's website ensuring information remains accurate and up-to-date. 

The END will be required to liaise regularly with other international organisations and to work closely with veterinary experts and policy makers in house, in the Member States and in other EU institutions, maintaining an overview of the wider picture in play.
3. Main qualifications :

The END should have the ability to draw up and integrate policy in the field of imports. A broad knowledge of EU animal health and public health legislation, IT systems provided by the Commission services and a background in veterinary sciences or law would be preferable. Practical experience of how EU legislation is applied in border inspection posts and competent authorities will be an asset. 
The ability to work occasionally under pressure and in a multi-national environment is a pre-requisite. The person must be team player interested in this line of work. Interest in EU affairs and the internal mechanisms of the EU will also be favourably considered.
4. Languages:
In addition to fluency in at least one official EU language, the END should be also familiar with at least a second EU language. The predominant working language in the unit is English, although French is also spoken. Competence in both English and French would therefore be desirable.
