2. Main areas of responsibility : 
The Unit in charge of the policy on auditing and credit rating agencies is looking for a national expert. The national expert would work in a unit composed of 15 staff members in an international context. 
The missions of the Unit are twofold. 
- In the field of statutory audit, it should make sure that the quality of statutory audits contributes to sound financial statements in capital markets, but also for small and medium sized companies in our economy. In order to reap the full benefits of the 8th Company Law Directive, agreed in 2005, co-operation with MS on the oversight of auditors contributes to a better functioning of capital markets, and to enhancing confidence into the financial statements of limited companies in the EU and in third countries. 
- In the field of credit rating agencies, the Unit should contribute to creating a regulatory and supervisory framework where overreliance on external credit ratings is reduced, whilst at the same time contributing to high quality of ratings, managing conflicts of interests, particularly linked to the "issuer-pays" model, and stimulating diversity of opinions in the rating market. 
The national expert the Unit is looking for will in particular be involved:

A) in the equivalence assessment of the third countries' oversight systems  and the possible preparation and follow-up of implementing legislation by the Commission in this regard. The third countries also cover US, Japan, India, China, Russia;

B) in assisting Member States in promoting co-ordination amongst the public oversight at EU level. The chosen candidate would be involved in the secretariat of the European Group of Auditor's Oversight Bodies (EGAOB) which regularly meets in Brussels. He/she might also attend meetings with the European Securities and Markets Authorities (ESMA) if specific powers are given in the future to ESMA by the European Council and the Parliament to enhance cooperation with Member States and third countries.
C) in contributing to the endorsement of international standards on auditing and the convergence of standards in general and regulatory practices in auditing, accounting and financial services. 

The candidate chosen will have frequent contacts with public oversight bodies in Member States, with third countries, the audit profession and the business community at large.

3. Main qualifications: The candidate chosen should hold a university degree, preferably in law or economics, and should have recent working experience in the area of financial services, company law, accounting or auditing. The candidate shall have excellent drafting skills in English. 
4. Languages:

The candidate chosen should have an excellent command of English. Knowledge of other official language of the European Union would be an asset.
