To Whom It May Concern


Referring to the Summer School of Slavonic Studies 2013 (hereinafter referred to as “the SSSS”) we are sending you the information about the organization of the SSSS. 
We are sending you the application forms via email in Word format and the information materials from each school in PDF format (in case you have not received the electronic form of the application, let us know at the email address michala.bernkopfova@msmt.cz and they will be immediately sent to you). At the same time, for your information, we are sending you only one copy of each application form in printed form, as well as the contact details for the SSSS, as enclosures to this letter. We respectfully ask you for the official nomination of the applicants for the scholarship of the MEYS. The number of scholarships has been defined by the international bilateral agreement and the allocation of the scholarships to the respective Summer Schools accords with the previous agreement between the MEYS and the counterpart.
Requirements for filling the application forms and the deadline

We ask you to be so kind to pass these electronic application forms via email to the applicants, who will fill them in, print them out, and then hand them back to you. After that please stamp the application forms of the officially nominated candidates and send them to the above-mentioned address of the MEYS by the 1 April 2013 so that the organization of the SSSS can be ensured on time. We kindly ask you to make sure that the application forms are filled in properly before mailing them to the MEYS.  It is also possible to scan the stamped applications and send them via email to michala.bernkopfova@msmt.cz.


Let us kindly ask you to send also a list of names including the full names of all the officially nominated applicants for the SSSS scholarship, as well as their telephone numbers and email addresses in order to speed up and simplify the communication. We ask you respectfully for complying with this procedure and not to send other application forms than the official application forms delivered by the Czech party. 
We ask you to also send us the nomination of substitute applicants, at least the same number as is the number of the official applicants. The substitute applicants can substitute someone of the officially nominated applicants in case they cannot participate in the SSSS courses for unpredictable reasons. Please, mark the application forms filled in by the substitute applicants by the letter “N”. We kindly ask you to send also a list of names including the full names of all the officially nominated substitute members, as well as their telephone numbers, fax numbers (if available), and email addresses in order to speed up and simplify the communication. The fax is especially important in case an invitation letter has to be sent quickly to the students who need to apply for a visa. 

The Acceptance Letter for the SSSS courses will be send by the respective Summer Schools directly to the addresses of officially nominated aspirants for the MEYS scholarship. After having received the Acceptance Letter, all the applicants for the MEYS scholarship must immediately contact the respective Summer School and confirm their participation in the courses via email and a letter.     
Excuse for non-participation and substitute members nomination


If someone of the officially nominated aspirants for the scholarship is not able to take part in the SSSS courses for unpredictable reasons, he/she must immediately inform the respective Summer School via email and a letter, and also notify the Department for International Relations of the MEYS at the email address michala.bernkopfova@msmt.cz and by a letter at the above-mentioned address. 
If an officially nominated applicant for the scholarship apologizes for his/her non-participation in the SSSS courses, the Department for International Relations of the MEYS will immediately contact a substitute applicant and ask him/her to take part in the SSSS courses.  

If the quota of the SSSS scholarships is not utilized by the officially nominated aspirants for scholarship, neither by the substitute applicants from a specific country, the unused scholarships will be offered to the substitute applicants from another country. 
The MEYS scholarship for the SSSS courses 

All the officially accepted participants of the SSSS courses receive the MEYS scholarship for the SSSS courses. The scholarship covers the enrolment fee, room and board, the course, and the trips organized by the Summer Schools. The participants from Ireland, Lithuania, Hungary, the Ukraine, and Slovakia will obtain also pocket money owing to the commitment mentioned in the international bilateral agreement. 


We would also like to inform you that it is possible to take part in the SSSS courses also in the position of the so-called self-payer, who applies to the courses directly via the respective Summer School without the mediation of the MEYS. A self-payer does not receive the scholarship of the MEYS and has to pay for the enrolment fee, room and board, the course etc. himself. 

All information about the SSSS can be found on the websites of the individual Summer Schools (see enclosures) and also on the website of the MEYS. We kindly ask you to inform not only the departments of Czech and Slavic studies in your country, but also the general public about the SSSS courses in the Czech Republic. 

Health care service in the Czech Republic

We recommend that the participants of the SSSS courses, who come from the member-states of the European Union, but the health care service coverage is not specified in the international bilateral agreement, arrange travel insurance for the period of the SSSS courses, in case repatriation is necessary. All the information about the health care service in the Czech Republic and reimbursement requisition should be carefully studied on the Centre for International Reimbursements web site (http://www.cmu.cz/) in the respective foreign language versions.


All the participants of the SSSS courses, who come from non-member-states of the European Union, and the health care service coverage is NOT specified in the international bilateral agreement, are responsible for arranging adequate travel insurance for the period of the SSSS courses. 


All participants of the SSSS courses should be informed by the sending institution about the health care service coverage in the Czech Republic as well as about the reimbursement conditions, if they are mentioned in the international bilateral agreement. If the responsibility of the Czech Republic for the health care service coverage for scholarship holders is NOT explicitly mentioned in the international bilateral agreement, a participant of the SSSS courses is responsible for arranging the adequate travel insurance for the period of the SSSS courses. 
Visa information
Citizens of those countries who are not exempt from visa requirement can find the conditions of entry and stay in the territory of the Czech Republic on the following official websites of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech Republic:

The MEYS recommends that all the officially nominated applicants for the SSSS scholarship as well as all the substitute applicants from the countries facing the visa requirement apply for the visa in due form and in advance.   


We kindly ask you to pass all the above-mentioned information, instructions, and recommendations to all the officially nominated applicants for the MEYS scholarship and substitute applicants as well as to those, who would like to take part in the SSSS courses in the position of the self-payer, in order to improve communication between the scholarship provider (the MEYS) and the Summer Schools, and the participants of the SSSS courses.
