4-week course of the Czech language for Czechs living abroad and their descendants 

Four-week summer vacation Czech language course (from July 26, 2013 to August 23, 2013) is intended for Czech compatriots over 18 years of age who live abroad and would like to learn their predecessors' language or improve their existing Czech language skills. The course gives them the opportunity to familiarize themselves with the Czech culture and get to know part of the Czech Republic. Tuition takes place in groups according to ability level and is led by experienced teachers. A generous extracurricular program (forums, excursions, lectures, weekend day trips, etc.) is prepared for course participants. Tuition, board, and lodging are provided to select participants free of charge. These participants receive also a financial contribution towards travel to and from the Czech Republic. Health care costs are covered within the scope laid down in Act No. 326/1999 Coll., on Residence of Foreigners in the Czech Republic and on Amendment of Some Other Acts, as amended. Upon completing the course, participants receive a graduation certificate. Application forms may be submitted only via Embassy of the Czech Republic or Czech Consulate, and must be submitted by March 15, 2013. 

To apply you should: 

- Fill out an electronic application; 

- Print out the application and send it to the Embassy or Czech Consulate. The original application must be received by the Embassy or Consulate at least two working days after the application deadline.

2-week course for teachers of the Czech language
Participants attend 2-week intensive course of methodology (from September 2, 2013 to September 13, 2013) in order to improve and consolidate the forms of teaching Czech language. The course includes visits to specialized centers linked to the Czech language and literature. Transportation, accommodation and meals are provided to participants free of charge. Transportation cost is covered on condition that the arrival to attend the course happens within 2 weeks before the beginning of the course, and the departure no later than 2 weeks after the conclusion of the course. Participants will also receive a financial contribution for their personal expenses CZK 1 000. Health care costs are covered within the scope laid down in Act No. 326/1999 Coll., on Residence of Foreigners in the Czech Republic and on Amendment of Some Other Acts, as amended. Participant has to be 18 years old and he/she has to speak very good Czech. It is possible to enroll in the course repeatedly. To enroll you must fill the online form available on the website www.dzs.cz in the section Compatriots. Completed, printed and signed application form with a recommendation of compatriot association has to be sent to the Embassy of the Czech Republic in Washington (to the attention of Dr. Robert Rehak) by March 15, 2013. The recommendation of compatriot association must include support and justification for participation beneficial to the development of educational and cultural activities. 
Scholarships for one or two semesters at the Czech universities
Scholarships are intended for students from the compatriot community with a preferential focus on the following areas: Czech for Foreigners, according to the capacity of particular faculties and Czech language level of participants (teachers of Czech language and literature, history, ethnology, history of art and theology). These are generally the fields of study related to support sustainability and development of knowledge of the Czech language and literature. The condition of participation in the program is good knowledge of the Czech language. Students receive monthly scholarship including additional allowance for accommodation of CZK 9 000 (bachelor and master degree) and CZK 9 500 (doctoral degree). Accommodation and meals are provided under the same conditions as for students being citizens of the Czech Republic. Health care costs are covered within the scope laid down in Act No. 326/1999 Coll., on Residence of Foreigners in the Czech Republic and on Amendment of Some Other Acts, as amended. The financial contribution towards travel to/from the Czech Republic is CZK 1 500 for European participants and CZK 4 500 for non-European participants. Admission to a particular university, communication and arrangements for study are carried out by DZS. In the case of obtaining of the permanent residence in the Czech Republic the participant will not be entitled to the scholarship anymore. (Note: The candidate has to indicate in the application permanent place of residence abroad, not the address of Special Registry in Brno or any other temporary residence in the Czech Republic which is used for issuing of the passport, etc.). If visa is required, student must obtain Czech student visa/stay. To enroll you must fill the online form available on the website www.dzs.cz in the section Compatriots. Completed, printed and signed application form, the CV, the medical certificate of eligibility for study, the detailed study program, copy of passport, and a recommendation of compatriot association have to be sent to the Embassy of the Czech Republic in Washington. 
Deadlines for applications are:

· For one-semester study in the winter semester of the academic year 2013/2014 (from September 2013 till February 2014) by March 15, 2013.

· For two-semester study in the winter and summer semester of the academic year 2013/2014 (from September 2013 till June 2014) by March 15, 2013.

· For one-semester study in the summer semester of the academic year 2013/2014 (from February 2014 till June 2014) by August 15, 2013.
After acceptation by the university we will send the selected scholarship holders the Decision on granting scholarship and certificate of accommodation.
