Main areas of responsibility: The SNE will work on the development and validation of methods for future European Union legislation in food and food contact materials (FCM).  The establishment of robust scientific data and analytical methods on non-intentionally added substances (NIAS) and nanomaterials in food and food contact materials is needed for the development of new EU legislations in this area.  This is also required for the controls to be performed by the official laboratories. Mass spectrometry and nuclear magnetic resonance will be used to develop novel analytical methods for detection and quantification of NIAS in food and /or simulants from FCM and to investigate the interaction of nanomaterials with proteins and metabolites.  
Main qualifications: The SNE should have working experience in analytical laboratories and practical knowledge of chromatography and mass spectrometry. Some knowledge in other spectrometric techniques (e.g. NMR, ICP-MS or EPR) would be an asset. (S)he should be able to report on scientific research and should possess qualities of personal vision, determination and commitment, plus an ability to work in a multicultural environment and in a team.
Languages: Excellent knowledge of English, written and spoken, is required and in addition an ability to work and to communicate in another official EU language.
