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Jan Macháček was born in June 2, 1965. During 1980s he was involved in various opposition and independent cultural activities. He was a member of legendary band The Plastic People of the Universe, with which he – as a guitar player – recorded two albums. He was involved in underground publishing (Revolver revue, Kritický sborník). He was a signatory of Charta 77 and member of numerous movements and petition groups. During 1989 he was among the founders of Independent press center, which later turned into a weekly Respekt. In Respekt he focused on economic transformation and privatization, writing hundreds of opinions, explanatory articles, interviews and investigative reports in the fields of privatization and finance. For his work he was repeatedly awarded (best economic journalist, best financial journalist, best journalist). In Respekt he became the deputy editor in chief in a year 2000. 

In 1990s Jan Machacek also frequently traveled. He visited Japan three times and studied Japanese economic model, he visited Australia, New Zealand, Chile and Brazil and frequently the U.S. In 1994 he was a six months fellow of National Forum Foundation in Washington (currently Freedom house). While a fellow, he was working at the American Entreprise Institute, Rolling stone magazine and NY Crane’s business. In 1998, for one semester, he was a Michigan journalism fellow in Ann Arbor Michigan and also worked at the William Davidson Institute at the University of Michigan. In 2002 he wrote for a Prague Business journal, daily Lidove noviny and Mlada fronta. Since 2003 he works in Hospodarske noviny (Economic daily) like an opinion writer. He also contributes his articles in English to Czech business weekly and teaches journalism at the NYU in Prague. In 2006 Machacek visited Cuba through a People in need foundation mission helping dissidents and independent journalists. He serves on the board of a Czech section of Transparency international.
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
