Dear Mr. President, Ministers, Excellences, colleagues,

The substantive committees of the organization are enough experienced to handle the stimuli from Members, Non-members, BIAC, TUAC and partnering International organizations, to constantly verify the quality and general validity of the OECD instruments. I have no doubts that the substantive committees will be up to this task.
Dear colleagues,
I am sure we all want to increase the relevance of this organization and its instruments and thus significantly contribute to the Stronger, Cleaner and Fairer world economy. Let us all work on this collective profound task as diligently as possible.
