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1.  Summary
The Principles of International Development Co-operation, approved by the Czech Government in Resolution 302 of 31 March 2004, established that an essential component of Czech International Development Co-operation (IDC) is comprised of programmes of development co-operation with priority countries.  The objective of these programmes is that of contributing towards the promotion of the principles of partnership, efficiency, and transparency. The Czech Government has identified the Republic of Moldova as one of the priority countries for long-term development co-operation, primarily due to the following:  

•
the need for development co-operation

• 
the successful development co-operation already underway

• 
the effects of the mass migration of the population of Moldova on other European countries (incl. the Czech Republic)

• 
the potential for export of Czech products and technology to Moldova

Moldova is one of the least developed countries in the world; in 2004, it ranked 113th out of the 177 countries on the Human Development Index.  Long-term decline in industrial production, in combination with high unemployment and the massive outflow of a considerable proportion of the working population, have characterised the country’s economic and social situation.

Within the framework of its development co-operation with Moldova, the Czech Republic will focus on the sectors of environmental protection and human resources development, mainly through efforts aimed at stabilisation of the social and economic situation and preventing Moldovan migration. At the same time, co-operation in the area of education will be intensified, primarily by increasing the exchange of experience among scientific and research institutes in both countries.  These areas are of great importance for the economic and social development of Moldova and will affect other sectors as well (e.g. manufacturing, agriculture, the food industry, etc.).

Indicative summary of the areas for development intervention in the environmental sector:

co-operation in the area of water protection (pollution clean-up, preventative approaches in industry, etc.)

co-operation in the hydrometeorology and climatology sector

support of biological diversity protection 

Indicative summary of the areas for development intervention in the sectors of human resources, migration prevention, and stabilisation of potential emigrants:

2.  Objectives and Principles of the International Development Co-operation of the Czech Republic

As a member of the European Union (EU) and of the international community of democratic and economically developed countries, the Czech Republic (CR) recognises the principle of mutual solidarity among peoples and states, and accepts its share of responsibility for resolving global problems.  International development co-operation (IDC) is one expression of this attitude and represents an integral component of Czech foreign policy.  The CR, in accordance with EU principles, and the protection of its interests, conducts and provides its own IDC on both bilateral and multilateral levels.

Approved by the Czech Government in Resolution 302 of 31 March 2004, the Principles of International Development Co-operation define international development co-operation in the broader sense as a deliberate government policy directed at partner developing and transition countries.  In the narrower sense, IDC represents assistance supplied by the Czech state, with the objective of promoting long-term sustainable development in its partner countries, in the form of transfer of finances or material, or technical assistance.

Among the chief objectives of Czech IDC are the following: poverty reduction; economic-industrial development and the gradual integration of the partner countries into the world economy; agricultural development; the development and entrenchment of democracy, human rights and good governance; the establishment of rule of law; migration management; sustainable development with an emphasis on its environmental components; and post-conflict reconstruction.

The Foreign Development Aid Concept for the 2002–2007 Period, adopted by the Czech Government in Resolution 91 of 23 January 2002, cited contribution towards poverty reduction in less-developed parts of the world through the promotion of sustainable economic and social development, in line with the efforts of the international community, as the overall objective in the area of Czech international development assistance. The CR adopts a multidimensional approach to the reduction of poverty, which cannot be understood in solely economic terms as low per capita income within a population, but instead must be viewed in the context of other social and environmental factors as well. The CR fully supports the international Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) adopted at a series of UN conferences in the 1990s and confirmed by the 2000 UN Millennium Summit. The main target is to halve the proportion of people living in extreme poverty by 2015.

The Czech Republic’s international development co-operation is founded on the principles of partnership (IDC must be driven by demand for assistance on the part of the beneficiary country, rather than be donor-driven), efficiency, and transparency.  Czech IDC reflects the CR’s interests and needs, and contributes to the enhancement of political and economic relations between partner countries and the CR. The provision of IDC is also in line with the security interests of the CR.

The Principles of International Development Co-operation after CR Accession to the EU, approved by the Czech Government in Resolution 302 of 31 March 2004, established that programmes of co-operation with priority countries are an essential component of Czech international development co-operation, with the objective of contributing towards the promotion of the principles of partnership, efficiency, and transparency.  The existence of programmes will make development work more predictable and simplify planning activities for all parties involved in development co-operation.  

In line with the objectives defined in the Principles of International Development Co-operation and the foreign policy interests of the CR, the Czech Government has approved the intention to focus its IDC, over the long-term, on the following priority countries: the Republic of Angola, Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Republic of Moldova, Mongolia, Serbia and Montenegro, the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, the Arab Republic of Yemen, and the Republic of Zambia.

3.  The Republic of Moldova as a Partner in the Development Co-operation of the Czech Republic

In Resolution 302 of 31 March 2004, the Czech Government identified the Republic of Moldova as one of the priority countries for long-term development co-operation, primarily due to the following:  

•
the need for development co-operation

•
the successful development co-operation already underway

•
the potential for increasing trade between the two countries

The high level of need for development co-operation is a function of the complex economic and social situation in Moldova.  In 2004, Moldova ranked 113th out of the 177 countries listed on the Human Development Index.  The gross national income per capita of USD 590 in 2003 (according to World Bank data) places the Republic of Moldova among the poorest countries in Europe.  The country is not rich in mineral resources, and a major part of its industrial production sector went into decline after the dissolution of the USSR.  The economic problems resulted in a massive outflow of its citizens (35-40% of the working population
).  Moldovan authorities have cited EU accession as a major medium-term objective for their country.  At present, concrete steps being taken by the government focus on devising a strategy for sustainable economic development and the battle against poverty, increasing the transparency and efficiency of state institutions, and lowering inflation. 

The Czech Republic has been implementing development co-operation projects in Moldova since 2001.  These projects are fully consistent with Moldova’s priorities, both in the social arena (improving the quality of life, increasing human capital) and in the economic arena (increasing the competitiveness of Moldovan enterprises).  There are very serious problems associated with the migration (whether permanent or temporary) of a considerable proportion of the working age population that are being felt not only in Moldova, but in the destination countries of Moldovan migrants (incl. the Czech republic) as well: migration is placing a burden on the asylum infrastructures and state budgets of these destination countries.  Assistance in extending preventative approaches to environmental problems will also contribute to improving the quality of the environment in Moldova and increase the competitiveness of Moldovan enterprises on the European market.

In general, the Czech Republic is well positioned in Moldova, and there is potential for an increase in trade between the two countries.  At present, there are approximately thirty Moldovan-Czech enterprises operating in Moldova.  Moldova’s major economic indicators have revealed a positive growth trend in recent years, and its engineering industry, which nearly collapsed after the dissolution of the USSR, has managed to increased production.

4.  Economic, Political, and Social Situation in Moldova
Moldova is one of the least developed countries in the world: in 2004 it ranked 113th among the 177 countries listed on the Human Development Index.  The basic economic and social indicators are given in Table 2:

5.  Development Priorities of the Government of Moldova

The Moldovan Government has defined its major development priorities in the Economic Growth and Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper (2004–2006)
, which was prepared in collaboration with international institutions (mainly the World Bank, UNDP, and the IMF).

The paper defines the major areas for development and the methods to be used to achieve development goals. The following are Moldova’s fundamental long-term and medium-term priority development areas:

•
sustainable economic and social development, and poverty reduction

•
territorial reintegration of the country

•
EU integration 

•
human resources development

Within the framework of these major development objectives, the Moldovan Government has certain specific priorities that it plans to pursue, with international donor assistance:

1. Sustainable economic and social development and poverty reduction:

•
improved public sector efficiency and professional expertise, good governance, establishment of conditions leading to increased popular participation in government, establishment of sound economic management

•
private sector development, promotion of commerce, liberalisation of trade, privatisation

•
gradual deregulation of prices and the liberalisation of key services and branches, improved efficiency in redistribution, reform of the social, health, and education systems

•
promotion of export of Moldovan commodities

•
encouragement of international investment

•
modernisation of infrastructure

•
improvement of environmental quality (water sources and quality, reduction of industrial pollution)

•
improvement of the standard of living, expansion of the breadth of and improvement of accessibility of social services, the battle against unemployment 

2. Territorial reintegration of the country:

•
creation of a political solution to the current situation (the Transdniestria problem), with participation of international organisations

•
creation and approval, based on political dialogue, of a new constitution for the Republic

•
elimination of internal commercial and political barriers

3. Integration into the EU:

•
gradual integration of European standards into the Moldovan legal system

•
harmonisation with the EU in the areas of human rights, the rule of law, elimination of trade barriers

•
reform of the legal system, the banking system, tax and duty regulations, and the social system

4. Human Resources Development

•
improvement of the quality of human “capital”, improvement of access to basic services (health care, education)

•
regional development, improvement in the living standard of the poorest

•
solution to unemployment

The Moldovan Government has also defined its own development indicators in connection with the UN’s Millennium Development Goals.  The following table shows the schedule for achieving the MDGs based on conditions in Moldova:

As should be obvious, the major development areas in Moldova are all interconnected.  They also tend to be concentrated on the institutional level, largely in the area of enhancing the professional capacities and increasing the efficiency of the public sector, as well as the development of an environment favourable to trade, infrastructure, social services, and education system.  The Republic of Moldova will benefit greatly from the experiences that Czech institutions have had with economic and social transformation, the completion of a transition to a market economy while maintaining broad access to basic services, and establishment of the rule of law.  Encouraging small and mid-sized enterprises is also extremely important, for this has a positive impact in the form of increased job supply as well as on the overall stability of the area.

6.  Priorities of the Development Co-operation between the Czech Republic and the Republic of Moldova for the Years 2006–2010

Sectoral Focus of the Programme
In view of the breadth of Moldova’s development needs and the limits on human and financial resources, the CR has chosen to focus on three specific sectors in its co-operation with Moldova. 

The Czech Republic can make a considerable contribution towards the achievement of Moldova’s development objectives, especially in the interest sectors specified, i.e., the environmental sector, human resource development (prevention of migration and easing its negative effects), and education.  The environmental protection sector is particularly important for Moldova; Czech IDC projects that have already been implemented (or prepared) and nascent private business activities in that sector demonstrate both that the CR has something to offer in this respect and that our assistance has been very welcome and highly appreciated.  Preventing illegal migration and easing the social and economic impacts of migration will also contributed towards the achievement of Moldova’s development goals, since in addition to strengthening the capacities of the Moldovan public sector, it will help to generate small and mid-sized business activities in rural areas, hence creating attractive alternatives to migration and supporting regional development.  Strengthening the level and qualifications of human resources is critical for Moldova’s development over the long-term.  Some form of human resource support and components designed to enhance the qualifications of Moldova’s population should be an element in all future projects.  There is a direct link here with the education sector, largely through strengthening the professional capacities of Moldova’s institutions of higher education.

Geographic Focus of the Programme
In view of the relatively small territory of the Republic of Moldova, as well as its geographic setting, regions where development interventions are on-going or have been implemented in the past years emerge as the most appropriate areas for further interventions (the Chisinau region, rural regions near the capital).

Indicative Summary of the Development Co-operation Programme of the Czech Republic and Moldova for the 2006–2010 Period

1.
Environmental sector

1.1
Co-operation in the area of water protection

The issue of water management is one of the Moldovan Government’s key development priorities.  Moldova is located in a region with relatively low precipitation and limited water resources of inadequate quality.

Overall, the situation in the sector of water management is suffering from a lack of funds needed for modernisation and a out-dated infrastructure – most of the equipment used in water treatment and distribution is over thirty years old, as are the sewage lines and waste-water treatment facilities.  Modern environmental protection laws passed in the early 1990s, set drinking water standards in line with those of the World Health Organisation, but the limits on the release of wastewater into surface waters were set at levels that are considerably stricter than those currently applied in the EU.  

The use of local sources of drinking water (wells) is a typical phenomenon in the scattered village settlements in rural areas.  An estimated 60% of the population get their water supply from these sources.   Considering the quality of the water from those sources that are inspected (which can contain heavy metals, pesticides, nitrogen, phosphorus, fluorine and organic contaminants), the negative impacts on the health of the population are thought to be very high. 

In the wastewater treatment sector, it is estimated that 85-90% of municipal and industrial wastewater is released directly into the environment with no effective treatment, causing the contamination of existing drinking-water sources.  Only the larger cities have wastewater treatment facilities and these are outdated and in no way adequate to meet current standards.  There is another problem that is specific to the areas around the larger cities: the single-family homes for the wealthy that have been built in these areas in recent years are not connected to water or sewage lines. This causes extensive contamination of individual drinking-water sources.

Czech development co-operation will focus on the following in this sector:

•
assistance in altering the technical limits set for the release of treated wastewater to reflect EU standards;

•
transfer of experience with modern wastewater treatment equipment/technology, with the exploitation of the sludge produced for electricity and heat production (cogeneration), and with treatment of drinking water.  This co-operation is expected to yield benefits for the CR in the form of the promotion of Czech technical equipment;

•
assistance in creating new water sources;

•
assistance in cleaning up environmental pollution from the past.

The co-operation mentioned above will contribute towards improving environmental conditions and the health of the Moldovan population, and it will also help increase the competitiveness of the country’s private sector.  The latter is very important for Moldovan enterprises, as they will not have access to EU markets until preventative environmental regulations are put in place.

1.2
Co-operation in the hydrometeorology and climatology sector 

Moldova has a mild continental climate with 280-300 sunny days per year and a mild winter.  Fertile chernozem soil (75% of the land) and favourable climactic conditions make agriculture a key sector of the Moldovan economy.  Due to the direct relationship between weather and agricultural income, the fields of meteorology and climatology are extremely important for Moldova’s economy. 

Czech development co-operation will focus on the following in this sector: 

•
strengthening the hydrological and meteorological monitoring network and atmospheric monitoring

•
assistance with the prediction of extreme weather events and impact minimisation

•
introduction of a climatology database

1.3
Co-operation in the area of protection of biological diversity 

Intensive human activity (forest exploitation, agriculture) has led to the destruction of a considerable part of Moldova’s original vegetation and biological diversity.  Less than 2% of Moldova’s land is protected territory, far less than is the case in most European countries.  Moldova does not have a national park or even “wetlands of international significance” (according to the Ramsar Convention). Forests, made up for the most part of non-native and less resistant species, cover 10% of the territory. 

Czech development co-operation will focus on the following in this sector: 

•
assistance in cataloguing biological diversity, eco-systems, and biotopes

•
assistance in expanding the network of protected territories and creating a monitoring system – assessing the existing group of protected territories and proposing additions, evaluating the state of the forest eco-system

•
priority identification in endangered species’ protection, preservation programmes for selected species 

•
assistance in mapping Moldova’s wetlands, preparing programmes for the preservation of selected wetlands

2.
The sector of human resources development and social and economic stabilisation of the Moldovan population 

2.1
Strengthening the capacities of Moldovan state institutions 

At the present time, Moldova is having difficulty controlling the movement of persons passing through its territory into third countries, as well dealing with the migration of a considerable portion of its own working population.  Adequate mechanisms are not yet in place for monitoring and controlling the movement of foreign citizens onto the Republic’s territory, and this is detrimental to the Moldovan public sector’s ability to battle issues like organised crime, smuggling, and human trafficking effectively.  

Czech development co-operation will focus on the following in this sector: 

•
strengthening the capacities of the Moldovan state administration, chiefly of the Interior Ministry and of the frontier service, and supporting the creation of an asylum infrastructur

 •
transferring experiences to Moldova’s migrant and asylum services staff through professional seminars and training

2.2
Social and economic stabilisation of potential migrants 
This set of activities is related both to the previous point as well as to the Moldovan Government’s priority in the sphere of human capital development and employment support.  Roughly 30-40% of the working population has left the country.  This has led to a palpable drop in the population, particularly the male population, in some areas.  The chances for women to find jobs with adequate pay are very low, and the social system functions only at a very basic level. The programme aimed at stabilising potential migrants will concentrate mainly on creating adequate alternatives to migration and attempts to trigger social, economic, and community development. 

Czech development co-operation will focus on the following in this sector: 

•
support of job creation

•
co-operation in the organisation and operation of recreational facilities for children in local communities

3.  Education sector 

This sector is closely related to strengthening human resources and to the Moldovan Government’s attempt to construct a modern and efficient education system. CR activities will focus primarily on co-operation in the area of higher education and exchange of experience among scientific and research institutions.  The introduction of environmental aspects into instruction also ties in with the activities planned for the environmental sector.

Czech development co-operation will focus on the following in this sector: 

•
preparations for implementing the Bologna Declaration at institutions of higher education in Moldova;

•
development of curricula in the fields taught at Moldovan universities;

•
introduction of environmental aspects within instruction and improvement of the pedagogical skills of instructors.

Cross-Cutting Issues

7.  Institutional Framework, Management, and Implementation of the Programme

On the Czech side, the implementation of the development co-operation programme between the Czech Republic and Moldova will be guaranteed on the institutional level by the Czech Ministry of Interior, the Ministry of the Environment, and the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports, as well as the Embassy of the Czech Republic in Bucharest, the Department of Development Co-operation of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and the Development Centre of the Institute for International Relations. 

The Ministry of the Interior will be responsible for implementing co-operation in the sector of social stabilisation of potential emigrants and prevention of irregular migration from Moldova.  It will contribute to the preparation of a co-operation programme in this area and any eventual modifications of it.  It will be responsible for the following: posting of the public procurement notice for implementation of projects associated with the co-operation programme and concluding contracts with those selected; project financing; project monitoring; and supervision of the efficient use of resources. 

The Ministry of the Environment will be responsible for implementing co-operation in the environmental sector.  It will contribute to the preparation of the development co-operation programme in this sector and any eventual modifications of it.  It will be responsible for the following: posting of the public procurement notice for implementation of projects associated with the co-operation programme and concluding contracts with those selected; project financing; project monitoring; and supervision of the efficient use of resources.

The Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports will be responsible for co-operation in the education sector.  In collaboration with Moldovan education, scientific, and research institutions it will prepare a suitable framework within which Czech implementing entities can function in this sector.  It will be responsible for the following: posting of the public procurement notice for implementation of projects associated with the co-operation programme and concluding contracts with those selected; project financing; project monitoring; and supervision of the efficient use of resources.

In connection with the introduction of mid-term strategies of development co-operation, the main role of the Embassy of the Czech Republic in Bucharest will be in communicating with partner institutions and other providers of development assistance in Moldova. The Embassy of the Czech Republic in Bucharest should also take an active role in monitoring on-going projects.  As there is no Embassy in Chisinau most of the duties associated with the development programme will fall to the Embassy in Bucharest.  In this context, it should be pointed out that opening an Embassy in Chisinau would not only considerably facilitate the implementation of the development programme, but would also help settle several other issues (e.g. consular duties), which have, until now, been left up to the Embassy in Bucharest.

The Department of Development Co-operation and Humanitarian Aid of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs will contribute to the preparation of the development co-operation programme and any eventual modifications of it.  

The Development Centre of the Institute for International Relations (DC IIR) will contribute to the preparation of the development co-operation programme and any eventual modifications of it.  It will provide the relevant ministries with advisory services for project tenders.  The IIR will co-operate closely with the Ministries and, with the help of the IIR’s Development Centre, will arrange the monitoring and evaluation of the CR’s programme of development co-operation with Moldova.

10.  Programme Evaluation and Monitoring

In 2007, a mid-term evaluation of the CR’s development co-operation programme with Moldova will be conducted.  Based on the results of that evaluation, the programme will then be altered to fully reflect the experiences gained in the course of the programme’s implementation and the changes in conditions in Moldova.  At that point, it will be possible to add new sectors or collaboration regions into the programme or to scale down certain projects, based on the conclusions of the mid-term evaluation.  After 2010, a final evaluation of the CR’s development co-operation programme with Moldova will be conducted.  Decisions about future co-operation with Moldova will be based on that evaluation.

The CR Representative Office in Budapest, the Interior, Environmental, and Education Ministries, the Foreign Ministry’s Department of Development Co-operation, and the Development Centre of the Institute for International Relations will be engaged in the continuous monitoring of the implementation of the co-operation programme.
