The next stop of the exhibition “Carbon Paper Writers” / The Unbearable Power of Banned Literature Behind the Iron Curtain on the samizdat and exile literature in Czechoslovakia and Poland has been the Langeland Fortress Cold War Museum in Bagenkop.
