Czech People reaching out to Syrian refugees in South Lebanon- Caza Marjeyoun: Aghsan Association distributes humanitarian aid.

The Czech people - namely the Regional Catholic charity CARITAS Veseli nad Moravou and Partner Financial Services from Moravia, in collaboration with AGHSAN Association in Deirmimas and under the auspices 
of the Czech Embassy in Beirut are distributing humanitarian aid to Syrian mothers refugees in South Lebanon. This initiative has its origin in the fact 
that Dr. Kamel Morkos, the President of AGHSAN happens to be himself 
a Czech citizen and the Czech Ambassador HE Svatopluk Cumba, also present at the act is native of the city of Veseli nad Moravou.

The aid consists of various basic food and sanitary items which have been purchased locally, compiled by AGHSAN Association in Deirmimas and distributed to 150 women/families refugees in 6 villages of Caza Marjeyoun, namely Deirmimas, Kolayaa, Burj El Mluk, Marjeyoun, Debbine and Blat.

It is not anymore enough to be a socially conscious global citizen. No one can ignore anymore Syria’s humanitarian and political catastrophe as the scale 
of the crisis is perhaps the most acute since the end of the Second World War. Thus, the right initiatives to help fellow humans in desperations are needed. 
Lebanon a nation of 4.5 million has been caught unprepared by a surge 
of refugee influx– presently over 900,000 refugees - the majority of whom are women and children. That is 25% of the Lebanese population  and equivalent of 60 million people coming to the US! The cost of the crisis to the Lebanese economy alone is estimated by the World Bank at $7.5bn.

People are suffering and are in dire need. From the humanitarian side the situation is getting uncontrollable and we need every bit of help we can get 
to reach out to these people. Moreover, durable solutions must be prepared, at least for the coming couple of years: the reality of the conflict shows that many of these people will not be able to return to Syria soon, as not only their houses but the whole infrastructure is gone in many regions of the country. 

On behalf of those Syrian women who received this humanitarian aid, and on behalf of the Lebanese people, we say: “Thank you, Czech People”.
