Jaroslav Kubera (16 February 1947 – 20 January 2020) was a Czech Democratic politician who was Senator representing Teplice from 2000 to 2020 and the President of the Senate from 14 November 2018 to 20 January 2020.
Previously he served as Mayor of Teplice from 1994 to 2018. He was often described as one of the most interesting members of parliament due to his often comical or controversial statements.
As a Mayor Kubera helped to shape Teplice following the Velvet Revolution. He managed to get media attention with his effort to lower criminality and with attempts to regulate prostitution. He also privatised some municipal companies, including Public transport company, making Teplice the only town in the Czech Republic not having public transport provided by a publicly owned company.

He was member of Senate from 1998 and was elected as a president of the Senate in 2018. Kubera stated after he became President of the Senate that he wanted to improve its reputation among the Czech population by meeting citizens and debating the role of the Senate in the Czech political system. He said that he wanted to visit all 81 Senate districts.[
Kubera died on 20 January 2020 and is death was a shock for the Czech political scene and for the whole nation.
