IRAN: Press Lines from the Informal Meeting of the MFA EU, Corfu, 28th June 2009
1. During the informal meeting held on 28 June 2009, the EU 27 ministers of foreign affaires discussed the current events and the impacts on both internal political situation in Iran and its international implications. The EU continues to closely follow the recent development of post-election situation in Iran.


2. The EU fully respects the sovereignty of Iran. The EU reiterates its deep concern about continuing internal political crisis in Iran and condemns the use of violence against protesters resulting in the loss of lives and many injuries. 


3. The EU strongly denounces arbitrary arrests and repressions against members of the civil society. The EU calls on Iranian authorities to refrain from the use of state security apparatus against Iranian people seeking their right to choose their government and executing their right for expression. 


4. The EU urges Iranian government to restore and respect the freedom of media, press and all instruments used by Iranian public to pursue democratic dialogue and express themselves.


5. The EU calls on Iran and its authorities to stop hostilities against EU member states, as well as EU´s partner countries, and their citizens and to release EU journalists still in custody.


6. The EU also urges Iran to stop the harassment and intimidation of EU Embassy staff and demands the immediate release of those in detentions.  


7. The EU stays committed to the dual track approach towards Iran and in the framework of this approach and further internal developments in Iran will assess the possibilities of its engagement with newly appointed Iranian administration. 


8. The EU expects the new Iranian government to take its full responsibility towards international community and respect its international obligations, particularly the Vienna convention and Diplomatic norms.
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
