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Mr. President, 

The Czech Republic aligns itself with the intervention on behalf of the EU.

We thank the Commission of Inquiry for its latest report. The Czech Republic remains appalled by serious violations and abuses of human rights, fundamental freedoms and all violations of international humanitarian law.

Impunity for potential war crimes and crimes against humanity constitutes one of the greatest challenges to the protection of civilians, and ensuring accountability for such crimes is essential to preventing future violations. The perpetrators of international humanitarian law amounting to crimes under international law must be held accountable. In this regard, we call for the referral of the situation in Syria to the International Criminal Court.  
We urge all parties to the conflict to cease attacks on civilians and civilian objects, in accordance with their obligations under international humanitarian law, in particular against medical facilities, personnel and transport, and to comply with their obligation to take all feasible precautions to minimize harm to the civilian population.

Mr. President, 
The Czech Republic reiterates its full support to the Commission as well as to the mission of the International, Impartial and Independent Mechanism. We strongly encourage all efforts to find a political solution to the conflict and to use all available diplomatic means to de-escalate violence in the north-west of the Syrian Arab Republic.
